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1. Introduction  

The total paper length must be two (2) pages. No extra pages are permitted—text (size 10, standard).

Prepare your technical work in single-spaced, single-column format on A4 paper sheet (210×297 mm). Set top and bottom margins to 25 mm and left and right margins to 20 mm. The column width has to be 82 mm; the space between two columns is 6 mm. Paragraph indentation is 4 mm. Please use your columns' left and right justification. Use one space line between sections and between text and tables or figures. Adjust the length of the columns on the last page.

2. Technical Work  

A primary section heading is enumerated by a Roman numeral followed by a period and is centered above the text. A primary header should be in small caps. The first letter of each significant word is capitalized. 

Do not number Appendix, Acknowledgment, and References.
A secondary section heading is enumerated by a capital letter followed by a period and is flush left above the section. The first letter of each significant word is capitalized, and the heading is italicized.
Figures and Tables

In labeling figure axes, please use words rather than symbols. Put units in parentheses, as in Fig. 1.

Large figures and tables may span both columns but not extend into the page margins. Figure captions have to be below the figures; table captions have to be above the tables.
Abbreviations and Acronyms

Define less standard abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have been defined in the abstract. Only use abbreviations in the title if they are unavoidable.
Math and Equations

Use the Microsoft Equation Editor or the MathType commercial add-on for MS Word for all math objects in your paper. Number equations consecutively with numbers in parentheses flush with the right margin, as in (1). 

Ensure the symbols in your equation have been defined before the equation appears or immediately follows. 
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where  Rs is the stator phase resistance.
Use the International System of Units (SI - MKSA) as primary units. British units could be used as secondary units in parentheses.
